January 22nd marks the 37th anniversary of the legalization of abortion which has resulted in the
death of nearly 52 million innocent, unborn babies in this country, one every 30 seconds. Legaliza-
tion of abortion was promoted as supposedly a rare procedure. We can only estimate how many
women have undergone tremendous suffering because of their abortions. The Women’s Center is a
pregnancy resource center which has saved approximately 33,000 babies and their mothers from the
pain of abortion in our 25 years of service. We offer them a choice other than abortion and provide
counseling, material assistance, friendship and prayer support.
